Reflective Vest

I. PURPOSE

This order establishes mandatory guidelines for wearing reflective vests.

II. PROCEDURE
A. Each officer is issued a reflective traffic vest.  The vest shall be kept in the patrol unit for easy access.

B. Traffic vests shall without exception be worn by all officers working traffic accidents or directing traffic.

C. Traffic vests shall be worn by officers conducting any type of traffic roadblock.

D. Traffic vests should also be worn when working near vehicle traffic during poor visibility or during nighttime situations.
